What was done: Provided an extra €0.5m for the DEIS Gaeltacht Scholarship Scheme, with over 800
students expected to be supported by the scholarship in the summer of 2025.

¢ The children knew that they made the rules about risky and adventurous play in
their own words and could change the rules at any time. The observations of the
educators noted that the children needed the opportunity to change the rules
regularly because they couldn't envisage what works and does not work unless it
was live, happening and concrete.

¢ The children gave feedback to each other on their views and feelings during the
process of documenting risky and adventurous play in photographs, playing the
emoji game and making the rules.

¢ Educators showed children the impact of their decisions by enabling them to make
their own rules, writing the rules in children's own words, and regularly offering
them the opportunity to revisit the rules.

¢ Children explained to each other the reasons they were taking certain decisions
through the process of group conferencing, the emoji game, making the rules and
changing the rules. Educators also explained the reasons for some decisions that
were taken.

How can we best support kids?



Ask kids!

The VCI plans, designs and runs child voice workshops grounded in the Lundy
model of child participation, which ensures that children are given space, voice,
audience, and influence in matters that affect them.

Children feel they can express their views openly, knowing they will be genuinely
listened to and taken seriously.

We gain deeper insights into what children truly want and need, which helps
inform decisions, policies, and practices that impact their lives.






Perth Airport

Perth Airport wanted authentic research using a
child-centred approach to inform design for the New

Terminal Project.
Airport leadership wanted to test assumptions.

And embed these learnings into all they do.




Who were the experts?
21 children and young people ranging in ages from 9 months to 17 years and their parents

attended three workshops in February 2025 in age groups 0-5, 6-11 and 12-17 years old.

The groups included:
e Aboriginal children and families,
e Culturally and Linguistically Diverse (CALD) backgrounds, and
e Children with physical disabilities and children who are neurodivergent.
e All families resided in the Perth metropolitan area or Peel region.

How we engaged the children
* Watched a fly through animation of the new terminal

Took a tour of T1 Domestic - stopping at key touch points

Catering and play time in the departure lounge

Back to the workshops zone for mapping out their ideas for the
New Terminal

Notes and feedback was recorded.

Embed a Child and Youth Impact Assessment processes into the development of all new laws,
policies, and decisions, ensuring their impact on children is properly considered.

Embed the principles of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC), cultural safety,
Aboriginal governance, and trauma-informed care.

Resource a safe co-designed process that develops a strong children’s voices framework.
Support early intervention and prevention, using tools like the AEDC, the Child Wellbeing
Atlas.

Promote play-based participation across all environments where children live, learn and grow,
helping create a state where every child can thrive.
