· transport, postal and warehousing (up 15.1%)
· wholesale trade (up 12.7%)
· construction (up 4.9%)

· Perth’s CPI increased 0.4% in the September quarter 2023. There was particularly high growth in the price indexes in the September quarter 2023 for:
· transport (up 3.7%)
· insurance and financial services (up 3.2%)
· communication (2.1%).
· These price increases were partly offset in the all groups CPI for Perth by falls in the price indexes for housing (down 2.4%), furnishings, household equipment and services (down 0.9%) and education (down 0.1%).
· The fall in the housing group index for Perth was due to the implementation of the Household Electricity Credit during the September quarter 2023. Other components of the housing group increased during the September quarter 2023.

· The price of domestic gas extraction in Western Australia increased 8.5% between the September quarters of 2020 and 2023. Over the same period, the price of domestic gas extraction in the East coast market increased by 98.5%.
· The lower price increases in Western Australia indicates that domestic supply has largely been sufficient to meet demand. The larger price increases and the more volatile pattern in prices in the East coast market have been due to oil and LNG prices in international markets flowing through to domestic gas prices, and a limited supply response during periods when domestic demand is stronger.
