For the reporting period adjudication services were used by eight of the State’s construction
industry sectors. The Residential sector led the number of applications but at a relatively low
value ranking. The Civil Works/Infrastructure sector produced the largest value from a single
claim. For the reported quarter the Mining/oil and gas sector retreated from its historical
dominance by claims number and value.
