Latest news

The first meeting for 2025 of the Cockburn Sound Management Council (the Council) was
held at the Fremantle Ports Office in Fremantle on Friday 14 February 2025. The Chair
welcomed new members representing the Cockburn Power Boats club and the
Department of Water and Environmental Regulation.

Presentations included:

e Department of Water and Environmental Regulation, on the ‘State Environmental
(Cockburn Sound) Policy (SEP) 2015 Review’, summarising:

o proposed program of works including scoping of activities, identifying gaps in
scientific data analysis and cultural values statement/s, and the stakeholder
consultation plan, and

o request for advice from the Council on its Terms of Reference and future role
as part of the SEP review.

Members agreed that they would advise the Department as a part of the SEP review.
e Fremantle Ports on the ‘Journey Towards Net Zero’, summarising:

o Fremantle Ports commitment to achieving net zero scope 1 (electricity), and
scope 2 (value chain) emissions by 2027, and

o efforts to include purchase of Green Power, expansion of solar transition, and
roll-out of (fleet) electric vehicles.

Members supported the incentivisation by ports to reduce carbon emissions.

Who is Cockburn Sound Management Council?

The Council is an advisory council to the Minister for the Environment established under
section 25 of the Environmental Protection Act 1986. The Council was set up in 2000 as
a Committee of the Water and Rivers Commission’s Board.

The Council provides advice to the Minister for the Environment on the environmental
management of Cockburn Sound, in particular, the protection and maintenance of water
quality and associated environmental values of the Cockburn Sound marine area set in
the State Environmental (Cockburn Sound) Policy 2015.

The Council facilitates and coordinates stakeholder and community input into the
environmental management of Cockburn Sound. The Council includes representatives
from community, conservation and recreation groups, industry and local, State and
Australian Government agencies.
