This fact sheet provides information on how to interpret your Assessment (estimated complexity)
Fee invoice issued following a level of assessment decision to assess your proposal.

Assessment fee

Following an EPA decision to assess a proposal, fees will be charged for the assessment
component of the environmental impact assessment process. The fee is based on the complexity
of the proposal as outlined in the table below:
