CLASSIFICATION OF PRESCRIBED VOCATIONAL EDUCATION AND

The Minister for Skills and TAFE deems that:

the existing nominal term (months) full time on the list of Prescribed Vocational Education and Training qualifications be
retained except where any nominal term differs as specified in a Fair Work Commission industrial instrument relating to
that occupation. An apprentice employed under a Fair Work Commission industrial instrument must state the nominal
term identified in the industrial instrument on the training contract;

full time hours of work for an apprentice includes the training component and is the ordinary hours of employment for a
full time employee in that occupation, as defined in the relevant industrial instrument. Apprentices are deemed to be part
time if they are working less than full time hours or as defined in the applicable industrial instrument;

where a qualification is approved for part time delivery, the minimum part time hours for a training contract in Western
Australia, except school-based, is 15 hours per week (inclusive of employment and supervised training) unless otherwise
specified and published on the list of Prescribed Vocational Education and Training qualifications. The minimum part
time hours specified for the qualification may be averaged over four-week periods;

a young person attending school (i.e. school-based) may enter an employment based training contract with an employer
only if the qualification is listed as ‘Y’ in the ‘School-based’ column on the list of Prescribed Vocational Education and
Training qualifications;

a school-based training contract comprises of:

o a minimum of 7.5 hours per week in paid work over the duration of the traineeship or apprenticeship, which can
be averaged over six month periods; and

o training which may be supervised on-the-job, delivered off-the-job, or as some combination of on and off-the-job;

unless otherwise specified and published on the list of Prescribed Vocational Education and Training qualifications; and
the nominal term for part time arrangement, including school-based, will be the stated (full time) nominal term multiplied
by 1.5 unless otherwise specified and published on the list of Prescribed Vocational Education and Training
qualifications.

A person is eligible for the Elite Athletes Apprenticeship and Traineeship arrangement if they are unable to meet the
minimum hour requirement for a part time or full time apprenticeship/traineeship due to their sporting commitment and
they are either -

o recognised as an elite athlete by national athlete categorisation as defined by the National Institute Network
athlete categorisation policy and endorsed by the Western Australian Institute of Sport as suitable to undertake
the apprenticeship or traineeship; or

o a professional contracted player with a recognised sporting entity within a state / national / international
competition and are endorsed by the Department of Local Government, Sport and Cultural Industries as suitable
to undertake the apprenticeship or traineeship.
